Section 145 & 146 Criminal Justice Act 2003
Aggravating FactorsANY Crime

wCourts MUST consider racial, religious, disability, sexual
orientation or transgender identity hostility as aggravating
factor

wWhen sentencing for any offence which'is not specifically raciall
or religiously aggravated under the 1998 Act, e.g. robbery, theft
murder

wDoes not change how we record the crime on our systdmt
need evidence In file for the CPS
